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COMPANY PROFILE

TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN was founded September 2013 in the heart of the Trentino Alps, a region characterised for its great forests. Each tree, unique for its quality and characteristics, is selected with great care and transformed with knowledge and wisdom into high quality furniture by craftsmen using the time honoured Trentino techniques that have been handed down over the centuries. A tradition that blends perfectly with modern, nordic design and an enterprising management that can see the worldwide potential for products of excellence. 
The strength of this project? The fact that all of this is not just an advertisement, but rather a reality. The entire production process takes place in Trentino at 0km: anybody can come and see with their own eyes how TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN products are created. A formidable choice that is counter to the majority of the market, but is at the base of our company philosophy.
Emanuele Patton and Pino Putignani, founders of the brand, were both born in Trentino. One a designer, the other an artist and a businessman, both have dedicated years to creativity, culture and an innovative business concept. At the conclusion of a long dinner together in a Trentino restaurant, the creation of the company was sealed with the shake of a hand: the most antique and sincere form of a contract. This event characterises the entire modus operandi that TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN is based upon and was guided by during the start up phase. All of this took place during an extreme economic climate, but despite the difficulty they chose to open a new business that went against all the principles that seemed to govern the current market. With the true Made in Italy (not just a label) and pure craftsmanship (vs. an industrialised “trend” that is by now diffused everywhere) at it’s heart, this small brand became a David to the Golith of the international market. This is the terrain, difficult but concrete, in which TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN has spread its roots and today from where it looks to the future: towards the international market, such as at the Stockholm Furniture & Light Fair 2014 where on February 4 the first collection was presented and which modestly declared “we ARE different”. 
The difference, according to TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN, is in the selection of trees that have grown in an environment where mother nature reigns supreme. A place where every single tree is carefully registered and catalogued, from where spruce trees have given their wood to Stradavari and, to this day, the principal European musical instrument producers. TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN have chosen business partners that have absolute respect of the centuries old woodworking traditions but who also look to the future of the market.
The surface of each object tells a tale of its history. From the unique and fascinating grain of its wood to the careful hand of the craftsman who, with ritualistic gestures brings each piece to perfection even in the smallest of details.  

The  antique takes root with the modern in Emanuele Patton’s designs, who, for many years, practised his profession as a designer in Copenhagen, Denmark, being part of a circuit of international sector professionals. His “nordic” vision, linear and essential, can be seen in the collection presented in Stockholm. But a careful eye can not help but identify within the extreme attention to detail and modern functionality the distinctive originality of Italian design.

TRENTINO WOOD & DESIGN also reflects the spirit of the people from this region: The pride they have for their land. A community that lives in harmony with their territory, where contact with nature, with its mountains, lakes and forests govern daily life. A land that is characterised by lively and productive agriculture, where the principal industry is “nature” tourism. A land where the greater good, not the individual, takes priority. A land that is rich with tradition and history, but at the same time attent and cosmpolitan in research, as can testify the local university which has again been listed at the top of the national classification for quality and for the investment it receives from the Autonomous Province of Trento (who destines more than double the average national expenditure towards research, in line with the most advanced countries in the world).   

It is with this spirit that Trentino Wood & Design was founded. It is in the observance of these principles that it wishes to undertake an innovative, entreprenurial approach to the national and international markets. 
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
