“WOMEN’S HANDS”   is an exhibition with a social content that aims to focus the attention on:

· design as training tool able to create the base for a sustainable economy

· the need to sustain the handicrafts know-how and its extraordinary manual skills

· the women’s condition in poor countries, that come from disadvantaged social situations and human trafficking. On their shoulders often depend the  sustenance of all the family and children.

“One of DcomeDesign objectives – says Anty Pansera, President of the Association - is linked to social design, and aims to promote training from a design culture perspective in order to provide women with the tools with which to empower themselves”.
The exhibition shows the photos made during the workshops of Design Training and Product Development with the artisans in Thailand, Kenya and Philippines, conducted from August 2011 to June 2013 by Patrizia Scarzella, Vice President of the Association DComeDesign, for the International Good Shepherd Foundation, as part of the Networking Our Way Out of Poverty Project.
“During the eight workshops – as Patrizia Scarzella tells - which I held in Thailand, Kenya and finally in the Philippines, where the workload was shared with me by Valentina Downey, I began to photograph the women’s hands more than their faces, which on occasions they could not or did not want to show, a symbol of the 
dignity of their work, their care, commitment and dedication as well as their determination to achieve a better life. It was an extraordinary human experience as well as a professional one. 

The photographic exhibition and the catalogue of the images aim to communicate the ‘spirit of design’ and the intensity of this experience.

Beyond their cultural and geographical differences, the fundamental aspirations of these women are the same: to live without war, to have a job, to be able to guarantee a future for their children. For some of them, these dreams are unachievable”.

Every evening, at 7PM, as scheduled on the enclosed timetable, there will be talks and performances on different issues where women are protagonists. Among them, on Friday 11th there will be the official preview of the exhibition ‘DESIGN AL FEMMINILE’ planned for the EXPO 2015.
